Things to consider when providing a home for a feline companion  
 

Lifestyle - 
Are you able spend time with your cat?
Do you spend a lot of time away from home?
Do you have someone who you can rely on to care for your cat in an emergency?

 

Environment -
Do you live in a safe / cat friendly area away from busy roads?
Do you have a garden or safe place for the cat to play and exercise?

 

Finance -
Have you considered the full cost of caring for a cat e.g. Veterinary fees (check average costs with your local vet), vaccinations, neutering, food, teeth checks, worming, litter, microchip, cattery, cat-carrier, cat-flap etc?
 
Care -
Will you keep your cat in at night?
Will you provide a warm and cozy cat bed?
Have you the time to groom your cat regularly- long haired cats need to be groomed daily?
Do you know which substances and plants are poisonous to cats?
Will you take your cat to the vets immediately, when they appear unwell?
